Resources
Items to copy or use for collage
Photographs, letters, documents, diaries, postcards, own drawings, transcripts, recipes, menus, cartoons, newspaper clippings, rubbings, sketches, small artefacts (placed in sandwich bags/plastic wallets for protection)
Activity
Ask the pupils to consider the above Key Questions.

 Give them time to accumulate the materials they need to produce their collage. Help may be needed for photocopying original materials that the children wish to include.

Encourage pupils to display their chosen materials in an eye catching way, spending quality time designing the collage before using adhesive.
