Activity

Ask Pupils “What do you know about your family’s war time history?”
For homework ask each pupil to map out their family’s war time activities and provide any objects, photos letters documents etc from this time.
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Ask pupils to select a person or persons that they would like to remember in particular.

Visit local war memorials and/or collect images of various memorials   Ask children to look at the names commemorated here. Are any names here the same as theirs or any one they know?

Ask children to sketch the memorials and note decoration, symbols and imagery.

Discuss why memorials are important and why we still use those 60 years after the war.

Ask children to design their own memorials for a friend or relative in the war using imagery and symbols.

Children should give reasons for their choice of imagery.

Ask children to write down a statement about who they would like to remember from the war and why. Share these ideas in the class using a circle time format.

Opportunities for extension

During art lessons make and evaluate the memorials using arrange of 3D materials of their choice.

Ask pupils to devise their own ideas for a Commemoration

day/afternoon/lesson for their chosen friends and relatives from the war years and decide on a suitable date when this can be done. After the event pupils can contribute to a class book about the ceremony. Recording their feelings about the ceremony and why it was important to them.
Make a commemorative poster dedicated to remember a wartime experience or family member.
